Sponsor your town’s fireworks display in exchange for 
bringing your event trailer to sell treats before the show. 
 

Sunday, July 16th, is National Ice Cream Day, so plan something special for  that 
day, too.  Get your store noticed by calling your local paper to invite the reporter out for 
an ice cream treat and the history of ice cream. They are going to cover an ice cream 
store, it should be yours!

It’s Summertime : 
We know it will be hot and sunny this summer, 
so be prepared with your promotion schedule 
and “Special of the Day” calendar.  To give 
you a couple of ideas, we created the dessert 
items below: 
 
Bye, Bye American Pie:   
Fill a graham-cracker pie crust with softened AS Va-
nilla, Blue Moon, and Strawberry ice cream layers.  
Smooth and mound in the middle.  Drizzle with straw-
berry sauce. Pipe whipped topping around the edges of 
the pie and in the middle.  Add “rosettes” of whipped 
topping and cherries in the middle of the rosettes for 
garnish.  
 
Red, White, and Blue Parfait: 
Layer Strawberry ice cream, whipped icing, Paintball 
Blitz or Blue Moon,  and more whipped icing in a 
clear parfait dish. Garnish with a cherry and a mini 
flag. 
 
4th of July Cookie Treats: 
Scoop vanilla ice cream onto a large, sugar cookie and 
let it soften just enough that you can add another cook-
ie on top and press flat.  Roll edges in red, white, and 
blue sprinkles.  Place in storage bag and freeze. 
 
Baseball, Hot Dogs, and Apple Pie Sundae: 
Place a scoop of vanilla ice cream in a sundae dish. 
Top with warm apple pie filling, crumb topping (flour, 
sugar, and melted butter —mix until crumbly), option-
al: caramel. Garnish with whipped cream , and a cher-
ry. 
 
Hot Dog Dayz of Summer: 
If you sell food, offer a hot dog combo meal with a 
drink , fries, and ice cream treat. 

Can You Have Too Many “Visual Aids”?  
Yes, you can!  How often do you go around to the custom-
ers’ side of the counter, window, drive thru, etc.?  If you 
haven’t done so in a while, please do!  You may notice that 
sometimes too much information can be TOO  MUCH in-
formation.  Spend the time to analyze all your signs, post-
ers, pictures, menus, “special of the day” sign. Make notes 
on how you can streamline all the menu information into 
neatly printed menu boards, so the customers can find all of 
the offerings in logical places: Ice Cream Cones, Sundaes, 
Specialty Desserts, Hand Packed, Drinks, Food, etc.  If you 
added something new and just stuck a new poster or sign up 
to advertise it, it will surely add to the visual “mess” and 
hold up the order line. 
 
Frame, or at least laminate your posters and place them 
around the dining area—they don’t all have to be behind the 
counter. Use behind-the-counter space to place a large 
menu board with all of your listings organized as mentioned 
above.  You can have a menu designed and custom printed 
for a little bit of money, depending on the size of the board/
your menu. Your store will look neater, more professional, 
and your customers will be able to find what they are look-
ing for quicker, thus ordering quicker.

You Wanted to Know: 
 

Q. What is the correct dipping temperature for my freezer? 
 
A. Ashby’s Sterling Ice Cream is a premium ice cream formula with lots of inclusions:  fruit, nuts, 

candies, etc. so your freezer needs to be turned down to a holding temperature of approximately     
0 to 5° F.  For your back storage freezer, the temperature is best at less than –10° F.  You will want 
to utilize the space below the tub you are currently dipping to temper the next tub, so you aren’t 
trying  to dip from a tub that just got pulled out of the storage freezer.
